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A regular scheduled Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District was held in the Clark County Commissioner’s Meeting Room 308, City-County Building, Jeffersonville, Indiana, on August 17, 2007 at 4:00 p.m.  

The following Board Members were present: Ed Meyer, Mike Moore, Rob Waiz, Ralph Guthrie and Ron Grooms.  Absent was: Barbara Hollis; Also present was Executive Director, Sharon Marra, Controller Jeff Cox and Attorney, John Grannan.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson called the Board Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District to order.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson calls for the approval of the Minutes from April 25, 2007.  Motion to approve April 25, 2007 Minutes made by _______________, seconded by ____________.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Mike Moore recognizes Controller, Jeff Cox.  

Thereafter, Mr. Cox, Controller discusses the scheduling of the next meeting, which is the budget hearing date and that it is necessary to advertise ten (10) days in advance, and that there is not enough time to advertise due to the upcoming holiday.  A brief discussion is held regarding the budget amount to advertise.  Ron Grooms makes a Motion to schedule the budget hearing meeting on September 5, 2007, a Wednesday.  Ed Meyer seconds Motion.  Motion passed 5-0.  

Thereafter,  Jeff Cox, Controller advises the Board that once the hearing date is advertised, the adoption date must be at least ten (10) days after the hearing date.  The adoption meeting date would be the week of the 17th for the adoption meeting.   Ron Grooms makes a Motion to set the adoption of the budget meeting on September 19, 2007 at 4:00 p.m.  Motion seconded by Ed Meyer.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson, calls for a CAC report.  CAC has nothing to report.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson recognizes Executive Director, Sharon Marra.
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Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director advises the Board that she met with the Town of Clarksville at the end of July, 2007 and they voted to return to the curbside recycling program as of Monday of this week.  They will also reimburse the Clark County Solid Waste Management for the cost of printing the letter and for postage.  They will also reimburse New Hope Services for getting the letters postal ready, for a total reimbursement of $3,361.14 that the Town of Clarksville will be reimbursing either directly to the District or to the two other companies involved.   A discussion is held regarding the hiring the services of New Hope as opposed to the possibility of setting up something with the Clark County Sheriff’s Department allowing trustees to get bulk mailings postal ready.  Ms. Marra advises the Board she will research that possibility.  

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director introduces Mr. Rob Klaus from Unique Management Services.

Thereafter, Rob Klaus, makes a proposal to the Board to retain his company which is located in Jeffersonville and handles billing and collections.   Mr. Klaus provides the members with a packet of information about the company.  A brief discussion is held with members of the Board, Attorney John Grannan and Mr. Klaus.   Rob Waiz recommends taking this proposal under advisement.  Board concurs.  

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director, discusses opening up the Curbside Recycling bid specs.    She discusses the bids in hand and recognizes the presence of Waste Management at the meeting, however, did not present a bid.   A brief discussion is held regarding the bids.    The Board takes this matter under advisement.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses grants, specifically the 2007 PEP Grant which helps the District pay for educational information, such as the environmental handbooks, advertisements, displays, etcetera.  The PEP Grant is for a total of $10,216.00.  Rob Waiz makes a Motion to accept the 2007 PEP Grant Agreement, seconded by Ron Grooms.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses the Pharmaceutical/Sharp Grant through the Household Hazardous Task Force.  Ms. Marra is requesting a Motion to pass Resolution 2007 R-001 to be included in the Grant.  Ron Grooms makes a Motion to adopt the Resolution 2007 R-001, seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director requests the Board to approve a Motion to approve the Sub-Recipient Agreement with Monroe County Solid Waste District, who will Host the Grant for this program, whenever the District should 
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choose to get into it.  Rob Waiz makes a Motion to approve the agreement, seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Motion passed 5-0. 

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses District Funding.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director requests the Board to appoint a Budget Committee.  The following committee was selected: Mike Moore, Barbara Hollis, and Ron Grooms.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director advises the Board that she set up a booth at Kye’s on June 13, 2007 at an Illegal Discharge Workshop for Municipal Employees.

Thereafter, a discussion is held amongst the Board and Ms. Marra regarding incoming phone calls,  billing and late fee issues.  Ralph Guthrie makes a motion to  solicit bids with the bidding companies doing the billing instead of the District doing the billing.  Motion seconded by Ed Meyer.  Motion passed 4-1.  

Thereafter, more discussion is held regarding the bid specs.   Ron Grooms makes a Motion to instruct the Executive Director to solicit bids for  billing services and collection of the accounts.  Seconded by Rob Waiz.  Motion passed 5-0. 

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson recognizes Attorney John Grannan, who has nothing to report.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson asks for public comment.   No public comment.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson, calls for a Motion to adjourn the meeting.  Motion made by Ed Meyer.  Meeting adjourned.
