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A regularly scheduled Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District was held in the Clark County Commissioner’s Meeting Room 308, City-County Building, Jeffersonville, Indiana, on June 8, 2006 at 4:00 p.m.  

The following Board Members were present: Ralph Guthrie, Ron Grooms, John McClure, Barbara Hollis, and Rob Waiz.  Absent was: Ed Meyer and Vicki Kent Haire.  Also present was Executive Director, Sharon Marra, Controller Jeff Cox and Attorney, Kenneth Pierce. 

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson called the Board Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District to order.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, called for the approval of the Minutes for April 27, 2006.  Barbara Hollis advises that she was listed as present and absent in the Minutes and wishes her name be removed from the present column, so stricken.  Rob Waiz makes a motion to approve the Minutes for April 27, 2006. Ron Grooms seconds the motion.  Motion voted and passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson recognizes Controller, Jeff Cox.

Thereafter, Jeff Cox, Controller refers to Director, Sharon Marra regarding the Budget Committee.  A brief discussion is held regarding the appointment of a Budget Committee, consisting of no more than three board members.  Rob Waiz and Barbara Hollis volunteer to be board members of the Budget Committee.

Thereafter,  Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson calls for a CAC Report.  

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, recognizes Executive Director, Sharon Marra.
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Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director, discusses scheduling a Special Meeting and/or a Workshop Meeting in early July or early August to discuss funding for 2007.   

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses school participation in the Ring Leader program whereby schools collect ring tops from soft drinks, etc.   Ms. Marra discusses the need for more volunteers for the Ring Leader Program to assist in collection of the rings.  Ms. Marra discusses materials provided by the IDEM (Indiana 

Department of Environmental Management) Office of Pollution Prevention and Technical Assistance which will be handed out to the local schools to help educate in recycling.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director recognizes David Ross Stephens who would like to address the Board.  

Thereafter, David Ross Stephens discusses the recycling program and funding, and the desperate need for both.   Mr.  Stephens discusses different options he believes would work to keep mandatory recycling fee, etc. to help assist in supporting recycling and hazardous waste programs in the County.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, Barbara Hollis, and David Ross Stephens have a brief discussion about contacting the appropriate Boards for his concerns.  Mr. Guthrie inquires as to where Mr. Ross obtained some of his information and that Mr. Ross is mistaken on some of the figures that he gives on some of the percentages.   Mr. Guthrie further advises Mr. Ross that the Commissioners do not intend to eliminate curbside recycling services in the unincorporated areas in the County.

Thereafter, Barbara Hollis, briefly discusses the possibility of a pay raise for the Solid Waste Management employees for this year, as follows: (retroactive to January 1, 2006)  $1,500.00 raise to anyone making $20,000.00 or more and a 5%  increase to the part-time employees that make less than $20,000.00, for a total cost of $4,258.00.  Ms. Hollis advises that this can be discussed further at the next scheduled meeting.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, asks for public comment.  There being no public comment.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, advises that the next meeting is scheduled for August 17, 2006 at 4:00 p.m.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie recognizes Attorney, Ken Pierce who has nothing to discuss.
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Thereafter, Sharon Marra advises of the River Sweep to be held on June 17, 2006 and the need for volunteers to clean up the riverbanks.

Thereafter, a citizen, namely, Sarah Koetter who discusses the need to re-new the tipping fee and requests this Board to discuss this matter with the Commissioners.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie makes a motion to adjourn.   Meeting adjourned.
