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A regularly scheduled Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District was held in the Clark County Commissioner’s Meeting Room 308, Clark County Government Center, Jeffersonville, Indiana, on November 9, 2006 at 4:00 p.m.  

The following Board Members were present:   Ralph Guthrie, Ed Meyer, John McClure, Vicki Kent-Haire, Rob Waiz and Barbara Hollis.  Absent was:  Also present was: Executive Director, Sharon Marra and Controller Jeff Cox and Attorney, Kenneth Pierce.   Absent was:  Kenneth Pierce, Attorney.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson called the Board Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District to order.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, calls for the approval of Minutes from August 23, 2006 Meeting and August 31, 2006 Meeting.  Ed Myer makes a Motion to approve the Minutes.  Rob Waiz seconds the Motion.  Motion passed 6-0.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, recognizes Jeff Cox, Controller, who has nothing to report.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, calls for a CAC report, and there being none.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, recognizes Executive Director, Sharon Marra 

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses the Public Education and Promotion Grant (PEP Grant) in the sum of $10,179.00 which is used to pay, as a 50/50 match, for the environmental handbook and advertisements for programs throughout the year.  Rob Waiz makes a motion to approve, seconded by Barbara Hollis.  Motion passed 6-0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses the Indiana Household Hazardous Waste Task Force Grant.  This grant will run from February, 2007 until 2009.    John McClure makes a Motion to approve, seconded by Barbara Hollis.  Motion passed 6-0.
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Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses the appointment of a Citizen Advisory Committee Board Member.  Sharon Marra recommends the appointment of Todd Webb as a CAC Member.  Ed Meyer and Ralph Guthrie also recommend the appointment of Bob Lee.   Ed Meyer makes a motion to appoint Todd Webb and Bob Lee as CAC members, seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Motion passed 6-0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses the utilization of a Lockbox, ACH and accepting credit cards for payments.   Rob Waiz makes a motion to allow Sharon Marra to implement the program when ready, seconded by Vicki Kent-Haire.  Motion passed 6-0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses the adoption of a proposed Board Meeting Calendar for 2007.  Rob Waiz makes a motion to approve the 2007 Calendar, seconded by Ed Meyer.  Motion passed 6-0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director discusses metal and white goods recycling and contracting with a company to pay a per pound fee, pick-up, etc.    Ms. Marra requests permission to use $7,500.00 to set rock for storage of the metals and whites.  A brief discussion is held between the board members.  Rob Waiz makes a motion to table this request pending contacting the Fair Board and inquiring about Zoning approval.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Chairperson, briefly advises the Board of the success of the pharmaceutical collection program.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Chairperson advises the Board that so far this year, Solid Waste Management has received over 14,000 telephone calls and 2,660 people in the office, which represents 1,200 more people than the entire year of 2005.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director briefly discusses the Indiana Homeland Security Strategic Planning and HHW training.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director briefly discusses an Inter Local Agreement being prepared by counsel, Ken Pierce. 

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director requests approval from the Board to allow her to attend a SWANNA (sic) conference in Tampa Florida sometime in late February, 2007 until March 3, 2007 regarding recycling, including white goods and metal recycling, curbside recycling, household hazardous waste and other recycling programs.  Total cost for registration is $390.00 and the hotel at $140 per night, with airfare of $325.00 round trip.  Rob Waiz makes a motion to table this request until December.
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Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, calls for public comments, there being none.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie, Chairperson, advises that the next meeting is scheduled for December 7, 2006 at 4:00 p.m.

Thereafter, Ralph Guthrie makes a motion to adjourn.   Meeting adjourned.
