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A regular scheduled Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District was held in the Clark County Commissioner’s Meeting Room 308, City-County Building, Jeffersonville, Indiana, on February 28, 2008 at 4:00 p.m.  

The following Board Members were present: Mike Moore, Mike Moore, Tom Gailigan, Barbara Hollis,  Ralph Guthrie and Ron Grooms; Absent was Ed Meyer.  Also present was Executive Director, Sharon Marra, Controller Jeff Cox and Attorney, John Grannan.  

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson called the Board Meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District to order.

Thereafter, Mike Moore,  Chairperson recognizes attorney, John Grannan.

Thereafter, John Grannan briefly discusses the issue of the proposed tipping fee and thereafter opens the floor to public comment.  No public comment.

Thereafter, Board Member, Ralph Guthrie makes the proposal that the Commissioners contribute $100,000.00/year to assist in the funding of the District and that landfill operators contribute $50,000.00/year.  He further advises proposes that all Cities and Towns would pay an additional $1.00 which would meet the $180,000.00 shortfall.

Thereafter, a detailed discussion was held amongst the Board and the following consensus was reached All cities and towns who use the landfill pay an additional $1.00 per ton tipping fee for what they bring into the landfill.  The Board also to  the Commissioners’ contribution of $100,000.00 to the district.  Motion made to approve made by Tom Galligan, seconded by Ron Grooms.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson makes a Motion that the aforementioned Motion which was seconded and approved be in effect for a period of five years.  Motion seconded by Ron Grooms.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson calls for the approval of the January 23, 2008 Minutes.  Motion made by Barbara Hollis, seconded by Mike Moore.  Motion passed 5-0.
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Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson calls for the approval of the November, 2007 Minutes.  Motion made by Ron Grooms, seconded by Barbara Hollis.  Motion passed 4-1.  Tom Galligan abstains for the reason that he was not on the Board at that time.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson recognizes Controller, Jeff Cox.  Jeff Cox briefs the Board on the cash flow, which everything looks on course at this point.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson calls for a CAC report.  Nothing to report.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director recognizes John Grannan requesting that he open the bins regarding the Voluntary Recycling Bid Specs.

Thereafter, John Grannan opens two bids along with two  “no bids”.  After an extensive discussion regarding the bid specs and the bidding process, Ron Grooms        makes a motion to take these bids under advisement, seconded by Tom Galligan.   Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, a brief discussion is held amongst Ms. Marra and the Board regarding the postcard mailing inviting residents to participate in the voluntary curbside recycling.  Barbara Hollis makes a Motion to change the previously approved rate of $45.00 - $55.00 to $44.00.  Motion seconded by Ron Grooms.  Motion passed 5-0.

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson recognizes Executive Director, Sharon Marra.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra requests the Board to renew her contract.  Ron Grooms makes a motion to approve the contract to and including August 1, 2008, seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Motion passed 5-0.  However, the Board appointed a committee consisting of Tom Galligan, Mike Moore and Barbara Hollis to review the contract.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director recognizes Rob of Unique Management updates the Board on the billing process, collection, phone calls, etcetera.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director informs the Board that the District is invited to apply for an EPA Region 5 Grant which can range anywhere from $20,000.00 to $45,000.00 and requests for permission to apply.  Motion made by Tom Galligan, seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Motion passed 5-0.
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Thereafter, Sharon Marra, Executive Director requests the Board to allow the District to host the Household Hazardous Waste Task Force Grant.  Motion made to host the grant made by Ron Grooms, seconded by Barbara Hollis.  Motion passed 5-0.  

Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson calls for public comment.  No public comment.

Thereafter, a discussion is held amongst the board regarding sending out a press release to the annexed areas regarding billing.

Thereafter a discussion is held amongst the board and it is agreed that after the postcard is mailed out stating an approximate amount for voluntary recycling, and 4,000 households have agreed to participate, that a special meeting will be held regarding the bid specs.

Thereafter, Ron Grooms makes a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Meeting adjourned.
