MINUTES OF A REGULAR
BOARD MEETING 

OF

THE CLARK COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRICT

FOR 

JULY 17, 2008

A regular scheduled meeting of the Clark County Solid Waste Management District was held in the Clark County Commissioner’s Meeting Room, Room  308, City-County Building, Jeffersonville, Indiana, on July 17, 2008, at 5:30 p.m. 

The following Board Members were present:  Ron Grooms, Barbara Hollis, Ralph Guthrie, Thomas Galligan, and Michael Moore.  Also present was Executive Director Sharon Marra, Controller Jeff Cox, and Attorney John L. Grannan 


Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson of the Board, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. 


There were no minutes of prior meetings to approve.  


Thereafter, Mike Moore, chairperson, recognized Controller Jeff Cox.   


Thereafter, Jeff Cox, Controller, notified the Board that the formal pledge of process will take place this year.  Mr. Cox informed the Board that the proposed budget must be published in the local newspaper ten (10) days prior to the August meeting.  Mr. Cox further recommends the formation of a budget committee to handle this matter prior to said meeting.   Motion was thereafter made by Ron Grooms, for the formation of such committee, with  Barbara Hollis to serve as chair person of said committee.  Motion was seconded by Ralph Guthrie.   Motion passes 6 to 0.


Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson, called for a CAC report.  Nothing to report.


Thereafter, Mike Moore, Chairperson, recognized Executive Director, Sharon Marra.  


Thereafter, Sharon Marra discussed the PEP Grant.  This grant is used to pay for advertisements and educational literature for the District.   Ms. Marra reports that the Solid Waste District has received $27.00 extra increase in the grant this year.  Additional funds from this grant were used for an emergency preparedness manual which has been distributed throughout the District.  Ms. Marra asked for a Motion to sign the application for renewal of the PEP Grant.  Thereafter, Barbara Hollis made motion to have the chairperson sign the grant application.  Motion was seconded by Thomas Galligan.  Ron Grooms raised discussion of the timing deadline for the submission of the grant application.  Ms. Marra said that the deadline has been met.   The Motion was then put to vote, and passed 6 to 0.

Thereafter, Sharon Marra discussed the work of Unique Management Services as billing agent for the District.  Ms. Marra informed the Board that the invoice was received by Unique Management Services which reflects a 16% discount for services rendered.   Further, collection for accounts currently stands at 82.4%.  There is discussion for collection letters to be sent out in 30 days for any accounts that remain unpaid at this time.  There was discussion to withhold consideration of the distribution of such letters until next month’s meeting.


Thereafter, Ms. Marra reported that the EPA Region 5 Grant that had been applied for by the District was denied because the Clark County area was deemed not be a large enough metropolitan area to be eligible for the grant.  


Thereafter, Ms. Marra indicated that her contract as Executive Director will expire after August 8, 2008.  Thereafter, a motion was made by Ron Grooms to extend the contract through October 1, 2008.  Seconded by Ralph Guthrie.  Motion passed 6-0.

Thereafter, Attorney John Grannan reported that his contract is currently expired and he has been working on a month-to-month basis.  Thereafter, Motion was made by Ed Meyer to extend Mr. Grannan’s contract through February 28, 2009.  Motion seconded by Ron Grooms.  Motion passed 6-0.


Thereafter, Chairperson, Michael Moore, called for public comment.  


Thereafter, a representative from Inland Services indicated that there has been some complaint to his office that Inland has not been picking up recyclables on holidays.  Inland does pick up on all holidays, except Christmas, New Year’s Day and Thanksgiving.   The Board is assured that pick up is made as directed according to the contract.  However, additional pick ups are taxing upon Inland’s budget due to increasing costs of collections. The Board recognized Inland’s service and does indicate to the public that Inland’s services in picking up recyclables does occur on all federal holidays except Christmas, New Year’s and Thanksgiving, despite whether or not a  trash pick up occurs on that day.  


Thereafter, Thomas Galligan made a motion to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned. 
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
