MINUTES OF CLARK COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT DISTRIC BOARD MEETING

Date: September 11, 2008

Time: 4:00 p.m.

Present: Council Members: Ed Meyer, Ralph Guthrie, Tom Galligan, Barbara Hollis, Ron Grooms, and Chairman Mike Moore


Meeting was called to order by Chairman Mike Moore at 4:05 p.m.

Approval of Minutes, minutes of last meeting were approved as read by voice vote.  Motion to Approve Minutes was brought to the floor by Ron Grooms, seconded by Barbara Hollis.  Motion passed 6-0.  


Next was a controllers report.  Jeff Cox, Controller, submitted the proposed budget for adoption in the amount of $969,878.00.  Mr. Cox informed the board that this is a lesser amount than was advertised for adoption.  


Thereafter, a discussion was held.  


Thereafter, public comment was held and the citizens did have the opportunity to make comment.  The board took any potential changes in allocation of funds under advisement for consideration at a later time.  Further discussion was held about the current outsource for billing.  


Thereafter, a motion to accept and approve the budget at $969,878.00 for calendar year 2009 was made by Barbara Hollis and seconded by Tom Galligan.  Motion passed 6-0.  

Thereafter, CAC Report was heard.  There was discussion about the tire collection day.  


Thereafter, the Executive Director addressed the board.  The Director recognized Rob Klaus from Unique Management Services.  Mr. Klaus presented the board with an addendum to the billing contract to extend Unique’s Services to the board for billing for an additional one (1) year, also at a lower price of $395 per bill.  Mr. Klaus further informed the board that 5,565 accounts are not paid and asked that he be authorized to start the collection process with a letter to each account not paid telling them they have thirty (30) days to pay up or be turned over to collections.  Mr. Klaus said that this would cost $0.55 per account.  

Thereafter, Councilman Edward Meyer made a motion to send out such a letter which was seconded by Councilman Ron Grooms and the motion passed 6-0.  


Thereafter, Chairman Mike Moore addressed the Executive Director to make sure that the grounds at the facility and offices on Highway 62 should be cleaned everyday to make sure that items dropped off for recycling are properly disposed of.  


Thereafter, the Executive Director put forward that she needs to have an extension of her contract.


Thereafter, Councilman Tom Galligan moved to extend the Executive Director’s contract from September 1, 2008 through September 1, 2010.  This motion was seconded by Councilman Ron Grooms. 


Thereafter, discussion was had.  


Thereafter, the motion passed 4-0 with Councilman Ralph Guthrie and Ed Meyer abstaining.  


Thereafter, Attorney John Grannan had no report.


Thereafter, there was no public comment and the meeting was adjourned by Councilman Mike Moore at 4:45 p.m.
